1. Welcome and introduction of new members, Kenny and Dave. 
2. Treasurer’s Report – we have about $1306.00 in the Pay Pal account, $480.10 in KNBT, and $500.00 allotted for kiosks, and $200.00 for signage.   Motion made and passed to pay insurance bill which costs the club $300.00.

4. Old Business

· Take a Kid Mountain Biking Day – went very well, about 13 people participated including a few parents.  Only one crash, nothing serious.  Thanks to Doug,  and Tracy for heading up this event, and to Rudy, Chuck, and Frank Pavlick, and Rob Tackas for assisting on the ride and with bike maintenance.  The club would like to make this a yearly event, and the goal is to try to include some younger children.
· Sals Maintenance – big tree down on the yellow, just happened tonight.  

· Sals trail markers –  Eric and Doug are going to take over the trail marking project, a date will be posted to hang these up.  Also a suggestion was made to mark the SHE trail as advanced; it will be marked with a diamond or something similar to warn people of the advanced nature of the trail.
· Sals Kiosks –  Rudy will be the liason for this project, he has a supply list which will be posted on the website.   Overall the cost for each kiosk will be $238.00 if we use all new materials, some felt that they had some items that could reduce this price.
· SME – some new trails there, work will probably be done over the winter.
· Trexler Park – work on the trails continues here, the group felt that the current system of trail building was working for those involved rather than appointing a leader.  Greg said that John Eberhard is willing to donate an 11 foot steel toolbox that will be locked and stored somewhere, most likely in the horse stable or behind it so that tools can be accessed.  

· Blue Mountain Bike Park – project on hold for now.
· Camelback –cross country trails are a definite, probably next season.
· Jon K’s graduation project – he is still working on this, will talk to Jay as he is interested in building a slalom trail somewhere.
· Hubbard ride – went very well, enjoyed by all who attended except for Eric.

· Nockamixon – Kenny brought up that this park is debating opening trails up to MTB access in the future, he and Greg will pursue this with the park management.

· SECTV Land – Lisa asked for an aerial map of the land areas that we are interested in acquiring for future trails to present to Tom Gettings and Wildlands Conservancy.  Greg mentioned that Dave does have this and we will get this to her to pursue this opportunity.
